DRESS CODE:

Volunteers of The Salvation Army are often recognized as role models by the clients that they serve.  Therefore, it is important that volunteers provide the best possible example of appropriateness in dress and behavior. 

We recognize the divergence of views on style and fashion and we respect the judgment of our volunteers.  It is not the policy of The Salvation Army to dictate to its volunteers a single code of behavior or dress.  We do wish, however, to state clearly the philosophy of this Agency as it relates to the general attire of the individuals serving as volunteers in The Salvation Army.

Because of the nature of our work and our status and position in the community, it is expected that we will each reflect the philosophy of The Salvation Army in abstaining from that which might be injurious to our clients and to our image.  Volunteers serving in all areas of The Salvation Army are asked to dress comfortably and appropriately for the work that they will be doing.  In addition, we ask that the volunteers follow the guidelines below.


Appropriate:


Slacks or dress jeans for men.


Skirt or slacks or jeans for women.


For work in the warehouse or kitchen, jeans and tennis shoes are acceptable.


Modest shorts are acceptable in the warehouse during summer months.


Shirts, blouses, sweaters and tee shirts must have sleeves and be properly fastened.


Appropriate undergarments must be worn.


Shoes (no thongs) must be worn at all times.


Not Appropriate:

No “see through” material is allowed


Low-neck blouses, halter tops, bare midriff, tube tops, backless or strapless tops.


No t-shirts with advertisement and/or “offbeat” slogans.


Spandex tights or provocative garments (i.e. mini skirts, shorts).

Clothing with provocative slogans, drawings, signs, gang-related or other wording or   

            at work that is not in keeping with the Christian philosophy of The Salvation Army.
